Keynote Preview:
Dr. Sidney Wolfe and Dr. Mary O’Neil
Mundinger to Address Attendees

Sidney Wolfe, MD, founder and director of the
Public Citizen Health Research Group, will deliver
the Galusha Lecture at 8:35 a.m. today in the Regency
Ballroom. Dr. Wolfe is an expert on a number of
health care issues, including drug safety, health care
policy, oversight of the Food and Drug
Administration, and physician discipline.

Dr. Wolfe and Ralph Nader
founded Public Citizen, a
nonprofit citizen research,
lobbying and litigation
organization, in 1971. The Health
Research Group advocates for
protection against unsafe drugs,
foods, medical devices and for
greater consumer control over
health decisions. In his lecture this
morning, Dr. Wolfe will share ideas and issues related
to improving the quality of information available on
state medical board websites.

Mary O’Neil Mundinger, DrPH, RN, the
Centennial Professor in Health Policy and Dean of
the Columbia School of Nursing, will deliver her
keynote address on “Doctor of Nursing Practice:
Assessment and Scope of Practice” at 10:45 a.m. in the
Regency Ballroom. She is an elected member of the
Institute of Medicine of the National Academies and
the American Academy of Nursing, and is considered
to be a pioneer in the area of Advanced Nursing.

Dr. Mundinger is the founder of the Columbia

' Advanced Practice Nurse
Associates, the first nursing school
faculty practice where nurse
practitioners hold commercial
managed care contracts and are
compensated at the same rate as
primary care physicians.

Recently, she established at Columbia the Doctor of
Nursing Practice degree, the first clinical nursing
doctorate in the nation.



Friday Annual Meeting Highlights
See the Future of Medical Regulation with Health Reform

Keynote Speakers

Dr. Barbara Ross-Lee, DO, FACP, vice president
for Health Sciences and Medical Affairs at the New
York Institute of Technology, addressed health care
reform and discussed the challenges entailed in truly
reforming the U.S. health care system. She noted the
nation’s health care system has traditionally made
changes in small steps. “We’ve had 35 years of
incrementalism,” she said. “Each professional society
has gone to Capitol Hill with one or two things they
wanted to get done. We’re being challenged now to
reform the whole system. Just like physicians and other
health care professionals, Congress is used to
incrementalism. The question is: Are we going to get
real reform or a whole basket of incremental changes?”

In a passionate address, Marian Wright Edelman,
founder and president of the Children’s Defense Fund,
decried the breakdown of institutions that have mired
millions of children in the United States in poverty,
crumbling schools, soaring violence and rampant
incarceration. “This is a transformative time,” she said.
“I hope we will step up to the challenge and reset the
moral compass of mankind. As Dickens said, “This is
the best of times, the worst of times.” This is the time
for us to step up to the plate and give our children
hope.”

Concurrent Educational Sessions

Med-Spas: Should they be Regulated?

Three representatives from Massachusetts shared their
states’ road to the regulation of medical spas through
the creation of a legislatively mandated task force. The
task force approached the issue by examining the
“What” (procedures), the “Who” (practitioners), and
the “Where” (facilities) and classifying these
approaches into levels of ascending risk of low,
intermediate and moderate. The task force’s final
report and more information can be found at
www.massmedboard.org.

Pain Meds: How Can Medical Boards Improve
Prescribing Practices?

Representatives from Maine provided an overview of a
collaborative program between the Board of Licensure
in Medicine and the state medical society in which a
consultant is invited to evaluate physicians’ prescribing
practices. ““The board is learning how the community is
providing opioid-based pain care,” said Joe Dreher, a
member of the Maine medical board. “A whole new
level of understanding is emerging to the board which
we would never have had otherwise.” A representative
from North Carolina discussed a successful initiative to
blunt the soaring number of overdose deaths in a rural
county stricken with rampant prescription drug abuse.
And a representative from the Center for Substance
Abuse Treatment described federal efforts to address
the issue, noting more than seven million Americans
report abusing prescription drugs.

Physician Health Programs: Are They Working?
Attendees who went to the break-out session on
Physician Health Programs had the opportunity to hear
from three states about their experiences with PHPs.
Representatives from Florida, Iowa and California each
described the origins of their states” programs, the

medical board’s role in administering the program, and
the current status of each program. A consistent theme
throughout the session was the primary importance
that PHPs need to place on public safety, balanced
with the recognition of the important role that such
programs play in keeping physicians healthy.

International Medical Education: How Does A
Board Evaluate It?

J. Lee Dockery, M.D. and James Hallock, M.D.
provided the afternoon's attendees with an informative
session on international medical education. Drs.
Dockery and Hallock offered a detailed explanation of
the role and function of the National Commission for
Foreign Medical Education Accreditation NCFMEA)
and the Educational Commission for Foreign Medical
Graduates (ECFMG) respectively. State board
members and staff received a wealth of information
and data. Attendees walked away with a clear
understanding of two key points on international
medical education:

1  The ECFMG certifies individuals, not schools
1 The NCFMEA evaluates accreditation
standards, it doesn't accredit individual schools.
