The FSMB is pleased to present three distinguished
keynote speakers today to offer insights and inspiration
to Annual Meeting attendees.

Nancy H. Nielsen, MD, PhD, president of the
American Medical Association, will address
attendees on the importance of professionalism in the
successful reform of the U.S. health care system.

Dr. Nielsen holds a doctorate in
microbiology and her medical
degree from the State University of
New York at Buffalo School of
Medicine and Biomedical Sciences.
There, she is a clinical professor of
medicine and senior associate dean
for medical education.

Dr. Nielsen is a nationally recognized expert in the
field of clinical quality and patient safety. She is the
AMA’s chief spokesperson for its [oice for the Uninsured
campaign and travels throughout the United States
highlighting the AMA’s plans for broad health system
reform. Dr. Nielsen will address the conference at 8:30
a.m. in the Regency Ballroom.

Uwe Reinhardt, PhD, is the featured speaker for the
Herbert M. Platter, MD, Lecture. Widely recognized as
one of the nation’s leading authorities on health care
economics, Dr. Reinhardt is currently James Madison
Professor of Political Economy at Princeton
University, where he has taught since 1968.

As an expert in health economics
and policy, Dr. Reinhardt has served
on numerous committees and
commissions, including the
governing council of the Institute of
Medicine of the National Academy
of Sciences. From 1986 to 1995, he
served as a commissioner on the

Physician Payment Review
Committee, established in 1986 by Congress to advise
it on issues related to the payment of physicians.

His lecture, entitled “Sailing Into a Perfect Storm: Can
Health Care Reform Come to the Rescue?” is
scheduled for 9:15 this morning in the Regency
Ballroom.
